Terms & Conditions

  Bookings, Terms & Conditions of Exhibiting

 1. Bookings are accepted on the basis of the description of products & services outlined on the booking form. Any   deviation from the description must be with the approval and agreement of the Organiser. The Organiser reserves the right to ask you to remove any items on display which have not been declared previously on the booking form or agreed with the Organiser prior to the Festival

2 .Subletting, sharing or changing the person hosting the stand is not permitted unless with the approval and agreement of the Organiser at the time of booking: in the case of readers only 1 reader is permitted per reader stand: if an Exhibitor requires a stand for retail & space for a reader then a Reader plus Retail stand must be booked. The number of readers will be limited in the spirit of fairness to all.

3. No extensions, additional tables or widening of stands is permitted – if a larger stand is required then this must be stated on the booking form and payment made accordingly: likewise if a stand has a pull-up display, backing display or banner then this must be declared at the time of booking - failure to do so will mean they are refused on the day. Please remember a single retail stand is 6’ x 6’ approximately and this includes a table of approx.             6’ x 2 ‘6”and 2 chairs at this venue. The height of the stand MUST NOT exceed 6’. 

4. The positioning of Exhibition stands will be allocated by the Festival Organiser in the interest of ensuring an interesting and well-balanced Festival and the requirements of the venue. If Exhibitors have particular requirements then these must be put on the booking form – wherever possible these will be taken into consideration, however the Organiser’s decision is final. DO NOT ASK TO BE MOVED TO ANOTHER POSITION
5. The Organiser reserves the right to refuse any Exhibitor without giving a reason

   Payments 

6. The price of the stand is outlined on the booking form for each event. We are not registered to charge VAT so the full price is as quoted. An initial deposit of 50% of the total cost is required at the time of booking to secure a stand: deposits are non-refundable. We do not operate a roll-over system. 

7. Payment in full for the stand(s) is due no later than 6 weeks before the Festival. Payment may be made  ~ 

by BACS – Co-operative Bank   Health & Healing Fstvls   Sort Code: 08-92-50    Account No.: 68352143 or 
by Cheque made payable to  Health & Healing Festivals.  
Preference will be given to those who pay promptly.  Failure to pay the full amount by the due date may result in the loss of your stand allocation.

Should anyone issue a cheque without adequate funds to cover it then the Organisers will charge the £15.00

which is the bankers charge made to Health & Healing Festivals for bounced cheques.
8. Cancellations must be given as soon as possible to give maximum notice. In the event of a cancellation 6 weeks before the Festival notification must be in writing & then a refund less the deposit will be given; if after 6 weeks i.e. closer to the event date then full payment is required – cancellation just before an event should be notified to the Organisers on the mobile number 07973 501361. The organisers cannot be held responsible for cancellation due to communicable diseases, acts of terrorism or conditions outside of their control
Insurances 

9. It is the responsibility of each & every Exhibitor, Performer & Speaker to be aware of any current change in legislation that affects their activities & to comply with such legislation

10. Whilst the Organisers have taken every precaution to ensure a safe & secure environment for the Festivals it is the responsibility of each stand holder to make sure that they have their own insurance to cover their goods & services as required by law & should have a minimum of £2 million Public Liability insurance & a minimum of £1 million Professional indemnity for any products & treatments given. No responsibility will be accepted by the Organisers for claims made against any products, services or treatments or for any loss or damage to Exhibitors stock or equipment.
Copies of Insurance Certificates must be included with the booking form at the time of booking or renewal date

Health & Safety

11. The boundaries of the stand are the limit & extent for each Exhibitor – a single stand is approximately 6’ x 6’ unless otherwise stated at the time of booking – the height of the stand including banners, backboards and lights should be no more than 6’: no goods, furniture or storage items are permitted to block aisles, doorways or fire escapes. 

12. Naked Flames, Hopi candles, tea lights the burning of incense or naked flames are not allowed at the Venue – fire regulations are so strict now with most venues . Please note this is a NO SMOKING site

13. COVID 19 et al : It is the responsibility of every Exhibitor, Speaker & Presenter to provide themselves with the necessary Personal Protection Equipment to protect themselves & the Visitors against contagious diseases. The Organiser will implement any government guidelines & procedures necessary for the protection of Exhibitors & Visitors 
Readers

14 a Readers – which includes – clairvoyants, psychic mediums, psychic counsellors, psychic artists, aura photographers, card readers, astrologists and spiritual therapists should have the appropriate professional indemnity insurance, public liability insurance & an appropriate disclaimer & send a copy of each with their booking form(s).

14 b The number of stands allocated to Readers is limited in the spirit of providing a well-balanced Festival

14 c Conditions essential to the inclusion of being a Reader at the Health & Healing Festivals –

All readings are to be recorded for the professional care of the Visitor/Client & the Reader/Medium –   

CD or phone recordings are preferable. The last reading of each day should start no later than 4.30pm & finish by 5.00pm. Prices for each reading should be clearly displayed for the Visitors
An appropriate disclaimer must be visible at all times throughout the Festival

No readings are to be given to any persons under the age of 18 years old
Electricity

15. Electricity: All those requiring power must bring an extension lead. The maximum output per stand must be no more than 3 amps: please ensure your equipment and leads are checked to EEC regulations i.e. PAT tested, 

in a good state of repair & use circuit breakers in order to ensure the safety of fellow Exhibitors & visitors; Cables must be secured & taped down by the Exhibitor. Wherever possible the cost of power will be remain free but if the venue requires additional payment then this will be passed onto the Exhibitor 
16. Leaflets: there will be a designated area for leaflets, which Exhibitors are invited to use: all other advertisements including posters & leaflets etc. should be confined to the boundaries of the stand; the leaving 

of leaflets at any other area of the venue including the refreshment area and the toilets is not allowed. 
17. Posters: No posters are to be attached to the fabric of the building by drawing pins, sticky tape or similar – any damage charged for by the venue will be passed on to the Exhibitor

18. Exhibitor badges: No-one will be admitted without an Exhibitor’s badge, which should be worn throughout the Festival: the allocation is two per single stand – should you require further badges please put your request on the booking form with the names of those assisting you where possible. Due to the space allocated for each stand we generally allow a maximum of 2 people to a single stand at any one time - anymore and this infringes on neighbouring stand space. Extra people attending the stands later when the Festival is in progress and without an Exhibitor badge will be charged admission at reception 

Behaviour of Exhibitors

19. All Exhibitors should act with consideration & respect for other Exhibitors, the visitors & the Organiser team at all times: no activity should be disturbing or intrusive to others. The Organiser reserves the right to remove anyone who does not abide by this rule with forfeit of all monies paid

Programmes
20. For our Festivals we produce a programme of events which is sent to all those on our database of interested parties as well as being available as a download from our website. This gives you the opportunity to highlight your speciality, products, and services; to be included in the programme and/or the website gallery we need a brief description of the services and products you provide no later than 1 week after receipt of your booking form. The programme goes to print approximately 8 weeks before the event

Your participation in advertising the Event

21. The majority of expenditure after paying for the venue for each Festival is the publicity generated for the event by the Organiser via the press, by leaflets & programmes, social media sites, on the radio and other distribution sources for each event.  It is in all our interests that the Festival is a success therefore we ask that you distribute leaflets sent to you about the Festival and that you put the Festival on your website with a link to www.healthhealingfestivals.co.uk The use of social media sites is essential and it is in the interests of each individual exhibitor & the Festival to use these to the maximum – this can be done easily by sharing what we put out on Facebook etc but also advertising that you – the Exhibitor – will be at the Festival showing the dates & the venue. The more people that come to the Festival the better for everyone

Setting up & Closing down of each Festival

22. Setting up : Exhibitor access for setting up will be announced for each event by email 2 weeks before the event date. It is recommended that Exhibitors set up on the Friday before the event if permitted so that any changes deemed necessary can be made and it gives the Organiser Team the maximum amount of time to meet the needs of the stand holders. After unloading, vehicles should be removed away from the loading areas so as not to restrict other Exhibitors unloading. 
Closing down : Closing down should not be until 5.00pm on the last day (Sunday) of the Festival – closing down before this time is absolutely not permitted - it is disruptive and offensive to other Exhibitors and the visiting public as well as compromising the Health & Safety of all people in the venue.

  23. It is each Exhibitors responsibility to leave the venue as clean & tidy as when they arrive – so all rubbish,

  including leaflets must be removed from the site
